DECLARATION OF INTERESTS

The Clerk declared an interest in Item 11(b): Payments for Approval (salary & admin expenses).

to alter the order of business, and bring forward discussion of PC Reid’s Police Report at this
point in order to permit him to gone on to other duties. PC Reid’s Report is at Appendix A to
these Minutes.

A verbal report was also received on progress regarding the proposal for funding to provide a
continued dedicated police officer presence in the rural area. The draft agreement has been
agreed by the police legal team and the decision now rests with the Police & Crime
Commissioner (HPCC). A meeting between HPPC, B. CliIr Ruffell and a representative of
Parish Council Chairman is planned. It is hoped to have a decision by the end of July.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

There was no requirement for an Open Forum.
REPORTS

a. School Governors: SN reported that funds are being used to renovate parts of the
school.

b. Planning Matters: AN reported that the only planning activity since the last meeting was
the approval of 15/01464/HSE: Erection of an outbuilding in the curtilage of a listed
building to provide a games room, home office and utility room at The Well House Farleigh
Road.

c. Village Hall: NE reported that CVH continues to run profitably and efficiently. A
programme of minor works is ongoing..

d. Paths & Ponds: CW reported that the hedge along Footpath 1 by the church has been

cut, but growth needs to be monitored. The Clerk confirmed that the surface area of
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footpaths is the responsibility of HCC’s Rights of Way Office. The Clerk is to contact ROWO
to have these cut back.

e. Communications: It was agreed that (i) the views of residents would be sought via an
article in the newsletter as to what they would like to see on the website. The Clerk & AF will
work together on ideas for upgrading the website. (ii) The Clerk was also asked to review the
policy document governing the publication of the newsletter with a view to amending the policy
regarding advertising. The consensus was that advertising by village related persons/bodies
should be allowed within a limit of a single page, with set rates and set sizes for a trial period
of six months.

f.  Highways: (i) AN confirmed that he had twice written to HCC about the drain covers near
Rectory Row. A new work order has been raised for repair work. (ii) New pedestrian signage is
in place; AN has pressed for roundels on various village roads. It is hoped this work will be
included in the next programme of works.

g. Clerk’s Report: The Clerk reported receiving a consultation on electoral boundaries in
Hampshire. The number of County Councillors will remain the same, but the ratio of residents:
Councillors is to be more evenly balanced.

7. ROAD SAFETY MEASURES

Confirmation had been received that Cliddesden’s Speedwatch proposal had been agreed
and a grant of £1,000 had been received from the Police & Crime Commissioner.
A number of options were considered and

RESOLVED to purchase the simple (sled mounted) SID offered by CA Traffic Ltd at a cost of £1882
excluding.VAT, which is the system used by many of the other parishes operating Speedwatch.

The Clerk was also authorised to purchase ancillary equipment eg hi-viz jackets, clip boards,

pens etc. The Clerk as the Co-ordinator will submit the data to the police via a newly introduced
spreadsheet recording system. In turn the police will feed back information on action taken arising
from the data supplied by CPC, which may be published in the newsletter.

8. PHONE BOX DEFIBRILLATOR

a. Defibrillator: Confirmation had been received within the last 48 hours that the defibrillator
is now “live” ie connected to the ambulance service database. The necessary publicity
action will be taken, the Clerk will check the equipment weekly and submit the
necessary reports to CHT/Central Southern Ambulance Service.
b. Village Emergency Telephone System (VETS): The Clerk reported that VETS is
designed principally to support the defibrillator, but that CHT had confirmed that it can
be used in any way which the parish requires. The Clerk was asked to ascertain the full cost of
introducing a VETS system in Cliddesden both with and without the individual dedicated

telephones.

AN reported having attended a meeting of Basingstoke & District Association of Town

& Parish Councils (BDAPTC). He reported that s106 contributions are to be replaced largely
by the Construction Industry Levy, the majority of which will be allocated only to parishes
which have formulated a neighbourhood Plan. It was also confirmed that public transport in
the area is largely satisfactory.
